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It’s time to put God’s Word into action! These suggestions are ways to do just that—but feel free to set them 
aside and do activities your family suggests. Your kids are creative, and they might be more excited about doing 
something they suggested than doing something you’ve found online.

•	 �Cut apart the prompts provided and put them into a fun container. Then, each day, pull out a prompt 
and do it together as a family. Or ask family members to each do the prompt on their own and report 
back how it went.

•	 �Use the questions as prompts for journaling during personal or family quiet time. How about taking a 
hike and letting everyone rest with pencil and paper?

•	 Have everyone pick one keyword action to do sometime during the week.

There’s no pressure to do every prompt we and your family suggest. Choose however many work for your 
family and have fun!

DO
•	 What’s something you DO that’s especially meaningful to you?

•	 What’s something you hope you never have to DO again for as long as you live? Something you think, 
as a REPRESENTATIVE of Jesus, you should DO more often?

•	 Tell your family what you were DOING exactly one hour ago. How DOes it fit your mission to 
REPRESENT Jesus to the world?

•	 DOING is all about taking action. Leap into action now to DO something to serve a family member. 
Then strike your best super-hero pose!



SAY
•	 What makes one DEED GOOD and another bad? What standard sets them apart? Hint: Remember how 

Johnny defined GOOD. (It’s okay to watch the video again to find out!)

•	 Do you think people tend to pay more attention to GOOD DEEDS or bad DEEDS? Why?

•	 Do you think DEEDS or words SHINE God’s love most brightly? Why?

•	 What’s a DEED you could do this week that will change someone’s life in a GOOD way?

REPRESENTATIVE
•	 As a follower of Jesus, you REPRESENT Jesus. What else or who else do you REPRESENT?

•	 If you had a job REPRESENTING your favorite actor or singer, what would you do all day? How is that 
like or unlike REPRESENTING Jesus?

•	 Tell about a time someone did a poor job REPRESENTING their employer—a clerk who was rude, for 
instance. What did that say about the employee? the employer?

•	 On a blank label or sticky note, make a name tag that says, “Hi! I’m _____. I REPRESENT Jesus!” If you 
dare, wear it. How does that impact what you do or say?

GIVING
•	 What’s something you’ve freely GIVEN to a family member or friend? It can be a gift of your time, or 

your attention, or food—whatever helped meet a need. How did it feel to GIVE that gift?

•	 What’s something God has freely GIVEN to you? How does it feel to receive that gift?

•	 Tell about a time you GAVE thanks to Jesus. Why were you grateful?

•	 GIVE someone in your family a high five. Now share 3 reasons they deserve it!

THANKS
•	 Would people who know you well say you have an “attitude of gratitude,” a THANKFUL attitude? Why 

or why not?

•	 When is the last time you said “THANKS” to someone and really meant it?

•	 When is the last time you said “THANKS” to God and really meant it?

•	 Who has helped you know Jesus better? How can you THANK those people?

•	 Quick: List 3 people for whom you feel THANKFUL!
