Genesis 1:27; Psalm 139:13-16

Bible Words

“God made me”
(based on Genesis 1:27).

Point to yourself and say, 
“God made me.” Point to 
your child and say, “God 

made you.” Repeat several 
times and encourage your 

child to join in.

God made our feet. 
Can you touch your feet? 
Where are the boy’s feet? 
He is having fun with his 
feet. He is kicking one 
foot up high. Thank You, 
God, for making our feet.

Texture Trail
Place on the floor a variety of textured materials such as carpet squares, 

doormats, towels, bubble wrap, pieces of felt, pillows, vinyl flooring, 
and plastic. Take off your child’s shoes and encourage him to walk on 
the trail. Talk about how the textures feel on his feet. Tell him that 
God made his feet.

Fun with Feet
Let your child try on some of your shoes and other shoes of family 

members. You may need to hold your child’s hand as she tries to walk.  
Talk about how God made feet in lots of different sizes.  

(Sing to the tune “This Is the Way” 
while doing the motions.)
