 �SUNDAY—Read 1 Chronicles 16:8-12.

 �MONDAY—Read Psalm 19:1-6.

 �TUESDAY—Read Psalm 106:1.

 �WEDNESDAY—Read Acts 16:22-25.  
What are some things we can do to praise God  
even in bad times?

 �THURSDAY—Read 1 Peter 2:9.  
We belong to God. How does that make you feel?

 �FRIDAY—Read Psalm 33:1-5.  
Why should we praise God?

 �SATURDAY—Read Matthew 5:13-16.  
What good deeds can we do that might make other people want to praise God?
