 �SUNDAY—Read Psalm 103:1-3, 11, 12.  
When we ask for forgiveness, what does God do  
about our sins?

 �MONDAY—Read Ephesians 4:31, 32.  
Is there someone you need to forgive?

 �TUESDAY—Read Psalm 19:13, 14.  
What should we ask God to do for us?

 �WEDNESDAY—Read Matthew 18:21, 22.  
If a friend says he is sorry but hurts you again, should you  
forgive him?

 �THURSDAY—Read Matthew 6:14, 15.  
If you forgive a friend, what will God do when you need to be forgiven?

 �FRIDAY—Read Acts 17:30.  
When we ask God to forgive us, what else do we need to do?

 �SATURDAY—Read 1 John 1:9.  
What will God do when we tell Him about our sins? Is there something  
you need to ask God to forgive?
